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If there were any quesƟ on you could ask 
God, what would it be?  Would you ask about 
pain and suff ering or why someƟ mes Chris-
Ɵ ans do such a bad job of living up to Jesus’s 
teachings?  Perhaps you’d like to know who 
God is and how you can know Him or why 
He made the world the way He did.  There 
are so many kinds of quesƟ ons to ask – ques-
Ɵ ons about life’s purpose or church or what 
the future holds or about your personal situ-
aƟ on.

the second secƟ on of the Bible, the New Tes-
tament.  Because Jesus so clearly fulfi lls the 
expectaƟ ons of the Old Testament, Chris-
Ɵ ans see God at work.  

In the meanƟ me Jesus said:

… ask, and it will be given to you; seek, and 
you will fi nd; knock, and it will be opened to 
you. For everyone who asks receives, and 
the one who seeks fi nds, and to the one who 
knocks it will be opened.
